Urban Light Ministries

Through this renewal contract, Urban Light Ministries will provide the Nurturing Fathers for Life (NFL) Program at the WorkPlus Center for customers of the Child Support Enforcement and Family & Children Services divisions of Job & Family Services of Clark County. JFSCC is recommending that the Commissioners approve this contract in an amount not to exceed $10,000, which is supported with Levy funds. The contract is effective from January 1, 2013 to December 31, 2013 and is part of this year’s Donation of Funds Agreement with The Turner Foundation.

 Clark State Community College (2 contracts)

Project Jericho (Direct services to JFSCC customers)

This contract continues the very popular Project Jericho program, which is designed for at-risk youth who might otherwise no experience fine arts programming.  Activities planned for this contract include the following:

· Family Connections Program: Activities and projects for families who are clients of Job & Family Services of Clark County will include creating Family Art Gallery, Taking it to the Streets arts programming, Family Pottery, Family Life Books, Family Film Festival, and Family Pine Wood Derby.

· Connecting the Dots: Following the modules of the Family Connections Program, families will participate in periodic celebrations and encourage the continued success of family togetherness.  Activities include creating Back-to-School boards, creating gingerbread houses, creating family table centerpieces, creating family newsletters and watercolor greeting cards, writing family poetry, culinary arts programming for families, and creating a hand-painted family portrait.

· Winter Arts Camp: Families will participate in a Winter Arts Camp, during which they will begin each night with a family mealtime, and end the week with a presentation for friends, social workers, and extended family.
· 2013 Lobby Renovation: Families will assist artist Sherry Ringler in the renovation of the DJFS lobby. This will include reverse glass painting murals, along with wooden cut-outs of birds, bugs, and butterflies.

· Complimentary Tickets: Project Jericho will continue to provide complimentary tickets to select performances at the Performing Arts Center.

· Life Books: Foster/adopted children, their social workers, and/or foster families will develop life books to chronicle the important events in a child’s life as well as provide an avenue to express feelings through creativity.

· Summer Arts Camp for Youth: Project Jericho will continue to offer a Summer Arts Camp for at-risk youth (ages 12-17).

A renewal contract in the amount of $98,655 is recommended for the period January 1, 2013 to December 31, 2013.  This TANF/Children Services Levy-funded contract represents 33% of the full Project Jericho program, with sources of funding that include the Juvenile Court, Mental Health, and other funding sources.

Exposing Families to the Arts
One of the goals of the Clark County Performing Arts Center is to bring arts programming to those who might not otherwise have opportunities to experience the arts in Clark County.  Through this contract, Clark State will continue to provide activities to improve the quality of life in Clark County by maximizing exposure of families to the arts. In so doing, an environment is created in which children and families are inspired to lead productive and self-sufficient lives. The project is guided by the belief that positive and healthy individuals and strong relationships are an important component of a healthy family; and healthy families promote self-sufficiency. Although outreach efforts will be targeted to the entire community, special efforts will be made to reach at-risk children and adults.

Clark State is also a partner in the Springfield Promise Neighborhood Project. This year the promise neighborhood initiative presents “Be the Promise Camp 2013,” which will give Lincoln Elementary School students a Summer Arts Enrichment Opportunity. This camp will provide intensive exploration of the visual and performing arts to 50 Lincoln Elementary School students during a week in August which will culminate in a community celebration for the entire promise neighborhood.

A contract renewal in an amount not to exceed $115,000 is recommended for the period January 1, 2013 to December 31, 2013.  This contract is part of the Donation of Funds Agreement with The Turner Foundation and will be funded with TANF or Children Services Levy dollars.

Quest

Job & Family Services of Clark County is recommending a new contract with Quest for shredding services to JFS for disposal of confidential documents.  The contract period is February 5, 2013 through February 4, 2014.  The annual contract amount is $1,637.85, plus an additional charge of $0.12 per pound for overages.  This contract will be funded with shared administrative dollars.

Legal Aid of Western Ohio, Inc.

Job & Family Services of Clark County is recommending a new contract with Legal Aid of Western Ohio, Inc. for services under the umbrella of its Early Foreclosure Prevention Program.  Through this contract, Legal Aid of Western Ohio, Inc. will provide two types of services: (1) Legal Education provided via community outreach that educates potential clients on foreclosure and predatory lending issues, and; (2) Legal Assistance for PRC-eligible clients—some clients may receive brief services/counsel, while other clients will be provided with full representation in order to alleviate foreclosure as a result of predatory lending.  This contract, in the amount of $17,500, is effective from January 1, 2013 to December 31, 2013.  The contract is funded with TANF dollars and is part of this year’s Donation of Funds Agreement with The Springfield Foundation.
